4. We learn to tolerate and even embrace ambiguity.

5. We seek not the control of certainty but the quest for clarity.

6. Our conclusions must be solid and yet tentative. We see dimly in
a glass.

7. We come to apply the whole of ourselves to the text and the
whole of the text to ourselves. (Bengel’s Dictum)
